Chapter 309 of the Laws of 1996 amends subdivision (a) of section 8020 of thecivil
practice law and rules. See attached.

This amendment requires that in a case in Supreme Court in which an RJI has been filed a
further fee for placing the case on the Supreme Court calendar (aNotice of I1ssue feg) be charged.
Our procedure has been to not charge for filing aNotice of Trial if an RJl fee had been paid in
Supreme Court in casestransferred to Civil Court under CPLR § 325, Since payment of an RJI
feeis nolonger sufficient to put a case on the calendar in Supreme Court, our procedure must
change.

From now on when aNote of Issue has not been filed in Supreme Court and the caseis
transferred to the Civil Court following CPLR § 325, aNotice of Trial must be filed and the
appropriate fee paid before the case is placed on the calendar.

If the case is transferred after the Note of 1ssue was filed, whether it was paid for or not,
we will treat the Note of Issue as the Notice of Trial, charge no fee, and place the case on the
calendar for tria or inquest.
